5  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD 4 SEPTEMBER 2007 

a) C.A.B.  AGM 19 September ’07 - Councillor Walker attended this meeting and presented his report to the Council – see Appendix 3
6  UPDATE ON FINANCIAL ALLOCATION FOR RECREATIONAL FACILITIES FOR BOROUGHBRIDGE

Jenny Harrop presented an update to the Cllrs informing them that a total allocation of £51,400, made up from Commuted Sums and a Lottery Bid, was to be spent on improving play areas and teenage facilities in Boroughbridge, with a projected Sept.’09 completion date. Cllr Wilkinson proposed that Jenny Harrop should draw up plans for consultation with both the primary and high school students as soon as possible. This was seconded by Cllr Young who also raised the issue of ‘106’ money having to be spent by a certain time or lose it
7  UPDATE ON COUNCILLOR VACANCY  The Clerk reported that 2 applications had been received and these people would be informed of the date and time for interview following the meeting of the Finance and Personnel Working Group to be held Wednesday 10 October 2007. It was proposed by Cllr Vose and seconded by Cllr Walker that one of the applicants should be asked to supply an alternative referee to that of the Councillor listed in order that the Council be shown to maintain neutrality in the selection process
8 COUNCILLOR CRAGGS’S REPORT ON NYCC AREA COMMITTEE MEETING Cllr Craggs’s report had been issued to members of the Council prior to the meeting. One area of concern mentioned in the report was the fact that the venue for the local Youth Club was now in a function room above a public house and all councillors agreed that this situation was unacceptable. Cllr Craggs suggested in his report that the Youth Workers responsible for running the Youth Club and the drop in centre above the resource Centre in St James Square be invited to attend the November Meeting of the Town Council on Tuesday 6 November 2007. This was proposed by Cllr Wilkinson and seconded by Cllr Young with the full support of the other councillors present 

9 PARISH ESTIMATES 2008/9 – to identify priorities – Councillors identified the Mill Lane site, Back Lane Car Park and Aldborough Cemetery as possible priorities. Further consideration would be given to this item at the meeting of the Finance and Personnel Working Group on 10 October 2007
10 HBC – VILLAGE ROAD SAFETY SCHEMES’ BUDGET 2008/9 – to identify any priorities  - Councillors identified Vehicle Activated Signs for Minskip and calming measures for Springfield Road, Boroughbridge and Front Street, Aldborough as priorities
11  TO CONFIRM LOCATION OF SANDBAG STORE – Cllr Wilkinson proposed contacting Cllr Watson to investigate the possibility of using the Highways N. Yorkshire Store at Stump Cross on the A168. This was seconded by Cllr Windass. Les Gill’s farm at Langthorpe was put forward as an alternative site

(ii) Finance still available from ‘personal’ budget – to identify local project/s – It was agreed to refer consideration of this item to the Finance and Personnel Working Group on Meeting on 10 October 2007. Cllr Wilkinson proposed that consideration be given to the removal of the Garden of Remembrance from its current location to Hall Square. Cllr Walker seconded the proposal and it was agreed that further discussion of this item should take place at the next Council Meeting on 6 November 2007
f) Community Care Xmas Tree Entry – The Council agreed to submit an entry in the Boroughbridge Christmas Tree Festival

Cllr Wilkinson proposed that this request be dealt with by the Finance Group meeting on 10 October 2007 and should be referred to full council for ratification at the next meeting on 6 November 2007. This was seconded by Cllr Walker. This item will also be discussed by the Finance Group on 10 October 2007
e) Minskip Community Field Trust – request for financial donation towards proposed improvement works – Cllr Young proposed that the Town Council view a balance sheet first together with details of costs for the proposed works before a decision is considered. Cllr Walker seconded the proposal. Further consideration will be given to the request at the meeting of the Finance Group on 10 October 2007
