3  APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 2 MAY 2006

4  PUBLIC QUESTIONS OR STATEMENTS 
Community Constable Neil Waite was present to report to the Council on crime figures for the Boroughbridge Ward now that the new Community Constables have been in place for 5 months. Whereas crime statistics are low, everyone agreed that anti-social behaviour in the Town still remains a problem, particularly on Tuesday and Friday evenings
5  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON  2 MAY 2006
a)  Update on Youth Council  Little progress can be reported since the previous Council Meeting due to a shortage of youth volunteers. It was agreed that the Fun Day planned for 16 July 2006 would be an ideal project and incentive to give impetus to the formation of the Youth Council. In the absence of Cllr Doyle on this day, it was agreed that Cllrs Golightly and Vose should liaise with Gill Howard on the project
b)  To ratify the list of projects, committees, working groups and representatives for
2006/7  An informal Council Meeting was held on 16 May 2006 to identify areas in which Council Members would like to become involved. Cllr Doyle felt that the Web Group needed more Council representation and, to this end, Cllr Cooper volunteered her services. Cllr Doyle opted to join Cllr Treharne on the Back Lane Project. The list of projects, committees and working groups were proposed by Cllr Windass and seconded by Cllr Treharne. See appendix 1
c)  Conference ‘Reclaiming the Streets’ held on 19 May 2006 – Cllr Golightly to report  In the absence of Cllr Golightly, who represented the Council at this conference, the item was deferred until the next Council Meeting on 4 July 2006. Cllrs to see Clerk for a copy of the Powerpoint presentation
d)  Update on the production of Risk Assessments and a Health and Safety Policy,
plus PAT testing of electrical appliances in 1 Hall Square  Cllr Gibson circulated a draft Risk Assessment to all Members of the Council. This is to be read and commented on at the next meeting of the Council on 4 July 2006. Cllr Gibson confirmed that he is now to test external sockets on the Buttermarket and the Fountain as well as conducting a full risk assessment at the Water Rats Club. Cllr Hick proposed that the event should go ahead provided that the Town Council’s current insurance policy provided the cover needed. Cllr Cooper seconded the motion. Cllr Vose and Cllr Golightly volunteered to help with the aim of getting the  Youth Council involved in the event

Cllr Craggs proposed that a letter be sent to Colin Jackson of North Yorkshire Highways requesting a meeting re the above having first checked the plans of the area around Morrisons. Cllr Gibson seconded the motion

Cllr Treharne proposed the appointment of Mr Entwistle from Yorkshire Audit and accepting the quote of £550 for 2 internal audits for the year ending March 31 2007.  This was seconded by Cllr Cooper   
d) To consider the purchase of labels @ £17.95 per 1000 for putting on TIP leaflets to promote the Website  Proposed by Cllr Doyle and seconded by Cllr Gibson 
e) To consider quotes from HBC for the spraying of weeds in St James and Hall Square
Cllr Craggs proposed accepting HBC’s quote of £170 plus VAT for spraying the weeds in St James Square and Hall Square and Cllr Treharne seconded the proposal
f)  To consider quote for new gate for Recreation Ground plus quote for additional works that may be necessary  The quote of £345 plus VAT from Kirby Joinery for the replacement of the two gates on the Recreation Ground was accepted and Cllr Treharne proposed contacting HBC asking for the sum to be paid from Commuted Sums. Cllr Gibson supported the proposal
g)  Report on internal Audit of Accounts for year ended 31 March 2006  All in good order but recommended updating risk assessments as per external auditor comments in 2004/5 audit. Noted with no comment
15 COMMITTEES / WORKING GROUP REPORTS
a) Planning sub committee meetings’ minutes 16/05/06 and 31/05/06 to be approved
Approved; proposed by RW and seconded by IG. Cllr Craggs said that he would ensure that the Chairman of the Planning Committee is aware that members of the Committee must submit any apologies for absence in good time in order that meetings are quorate. Concern was expressed about the intended submission by Morrisons to open a pharmacy in its store and Cllr Hick proposed objecting to the forthcoming application. This was seconded by Cllr Doyle. This item will be included on the agenda at the next meeting of the Planning Committee on Tuesday 20 June 2006 and the decision will be ratified at the July Meeting of the Council 
b) Cemetery sub committee report  Whilst the problem of the dustbins is being sorted, Garden Grooming has been asked to empty the bins. New fencing has now been erected. An arboriculturist from HBC will be contacted to give an estimate for the removal of a potentially-dangerous sycamore tree in Boroughbridge cemetery
c)  Finance and Admin Working Group report to include update on the installation of Touch Screen  No further progress has been made re the installation of the Touch Screen and Cllr Doyle proposed abandoning the idea. His proposal was supported by Cllr Windass. Cllr Doyle proposed exploring the idea of having a brown ‘Heritage’ sign advertising Boroughbridge installed on the southbound exit of the motorway. Cllr Cooper seconded the proposal
d) Tutt Woodland, Roundabouts and Mill Lane Working Group Report  Appendix 4. Cllr Doyle proposed asking the Chamber of Trade to become a sponsor and Cllr Windass supported the proposal. A letter to the Committee of the Water Rats Club, written by Cllr Golightly, was read out to the Council and Cllr Doyle proposed that this be sent. The proposal was supported by Cllr Windass. Cllr Treharne proposed that this be sent by recorded delivery and the idea was supported by Cllr Doyle
e)  Fountain, Butter Market and St James Square Working Group Report  Raworths solicitors have been instructed to draw up a lease on behalf of the three owners of St James Square. 
f)  Recreation Ground, Picnic Area, Car Park and Street Furniture Working Group Report. Report to include ideas from students for the recreation ground  The Council awaits the outcome of  the work of the newly-formed Working Group which should include a follow-up to the Fun Day discussed under items 5a and 12 of the Agenda  
g)  Newsletter, Website and PR Working Group Report to include which press release/s for June  The next meeting of the Website Group is planned for Monday 19 June. Cllr Doyle proposed that one page of the Website be devoted to the Aldborough Gate Project and that there should be a link to the Harrogate-based Freecycle Website. Cllr Treharne supported the proposal. Cllr Treharne proposed that Jomu Ltd.continue to cover the larger part of the Website operation, involving an estimated 2/3 hours work per month at a cost of £20 per hour. Cllr Gibson supported the proposal but all agreed that this cost must be covered by the Website. Suggested Press Releases for June are Roundabout sponsorship, North Yorkshire restructuring of the Police Force, Boroughbridge and District Community Care and the Fun Day 
h)  Yore Vision representative report  An Urban Designer and Community Planner has now been appointed under the Renaissance Market Town Project and he will meet with members of the Project Group on Friday 16 June to look at the central area of the Town. He will discuss ideas that have already been put forward, identify any possible new projects and produce drawings that can be put on display on 8 July in order to encourage public consultation.
